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Effective Clinical Commissioning Policies List

The Effective Clinical Commissioning Policies list (ECCP) describes Gloucestershire Integrated Care Board’s (GICB) approach to interventions that have access criteria, or that are not routinely funded by GICB. The ECCP list is supported by the following detailed documents:

· Individual Funding Requests Policy
· Prior Approval and Criteria Based Access Procedure
Interventions covered by the ECCP are split into the following three categories:

· Interventions Not Normally Funded (INNF)

· Criteria Based Access (CBA) 

· Criteria Based Access with Prior Approval (CBA+PA)

All referrers and all providers are responsible for ensuring compliance with GICB policy. 

Interventions Not Normally Funded (INNF)

Treatments identified as INNF are considered low priority and will not be funded by GICB unless clinical exceptionality has been established and agreed through GICB’s Individual Funding Requests (IFR) process. IFR applications should only be made if there is clear evidence that the patient’s clinical circumstances or condition are exceptional.

An IFR application can be made at any point in the patient pathway prior to treatment but should be made at the earliest possible stage in the pathway after the need for an INNF procedure has been identified. This means that IFR approval will usually be sought by the referrer prior to referral but may also be sought by the secondary care clinician following triage or initial assessment in secondary care.

All providers of NHS care have a responsibility for ensuring that INNF procedures are only undertaken where approval has been granted through GICB’s IFR process. Where this is not the case the procedure should not be undertaken. On any occasion where a provider undertakes INNF activity that has not been agreed through GICB’s IFR process, that provider will not be paid for the associated activity. If a provider receives a referral for an INNF procedure that does not include evidence of GICB funding approval the provider may reject that referral, or may submit an IFR request to GICB, but may not undertake the procedure until GICB authorisation has been received. 

Criteria Based Access with Prior Approval (CBA+PA)

Treatments identified as requiring Prior Approval (PA) will not be funded unless the patient meets certain pre-defined and evidence based clinical criteria (CBA), and authorisation has been provided by GICB prior to treatment. Where a patient demonstrably meets the criteria, a PA application with supporting clinical evidence (such as a clinic letter) must be submitted to GICB and confirmation of funding given before the patient proceeds for treatment. Applications for PA should only be made where the reviewing clinician can demonstrate that the patient meets all of the required criteria. If the patient does not meet the criteria for funded treatment, then a request could be made for funding through the IFR process, but only if there is clear evidence that the patient’s clinical circumstances or condition are exceptional.

A PA application can be made at any point in the patient pathway prior to treatment but should be made at the earliest possible stage in the pathway after the need for a PA procedure has been identified. This means that PA will usually be sought by the referrer prior to referral but may also be sought by the secondary care clinician following triage or initial assessment in secondary care.

All providers of NHS care also have a responsibility for ensuring that PA procedures are only undertaken where the relevant clinical criteria are met, and funding has been agreed through GICB’s PA process. If PA has not been given the procedure should not be undertaken. On any occasion where a provider undertakes PA activity where PA has not been provided by GICB, that provider will not be paid for the associated activity. If a provider receives a referral for a PA procedure that does not include evidence of GICB prior approval the provider may reject that referral, or may submit a PA request to GICB, but may not undertake the procedure until GICB authorisation has been received (see Prior Approval and Criteria Based Access procedure for further details and exceptions).

Criteria Based Access (CBA)

Treatments identified as having CBA will not be funded unless the patient meets certain pre-defined clinical criteria. Where reviewing clinicians can evidence that the patient meets the CBA criteria the patient can proceed for treatment without any requirement for GICB funding approval. If the patient does not meet the criteria for funded treatment, then a request could be made for funding through the IFR process, but only if there is clear evidence that the patient’s clinical circumstances or condition are exceptional.
Assessment of the patient against the relevant CBA criteria can be made at any point in the patient pathway prior to treatment but should be undertaken at the earliest possible stage in the pathway once the need for a CBA procedure has been identified. This means that assessment against the CBA criteria will usually be made by the referrer prior to referral but may also be made by the secondary care clinician following triage or initial assessment in secondary care.

All providers of NHS care also have a responsibility for ensuring that CBA procedures are only undertaken where the relevant clinical criteria are met. On any occasion where a provider undertakes CBA activity where the patient does not meet the relevant criteria, that provider will not be paid for the associated activity. If a provider receives a referral for a CBA procedure that does not include evidence to demonstrate that the patient meets the necessary criteria the provider should not undertake the procedure until the provider is assured that the patient meets the necessary criteria and may reject the referral if appropriate.
